What happened when she tasted them?

O — Open-Ended Questions:

How do you think Goldilocks felt when she first opened the door?

Which porridge that was the wrong temperature do you think made Goldilocks more
unhappy? Why?

What do you think Goldilocks will do next time she is curious about another person’s
things?

W — “Wh-” Questions:

Who is this story about?

What is on the table?

Where was Goldilocks going?
What is that? (pointing at object)

D — Distancing Questions:

Have you ever gone somewhere without permission?
How would you feel if someone used the things in our house without asking?
Have you ever eaten something that was the wrong temperature?”’
